CONDITIONS OF COMPETITION

ISRAELI RESIDENTS MUST BE FULLY PAID UP MEMBERS OF THE ISRAEL GOLF FEDERATION (NIS200) WITH OFFICIAL HANDICAPS FROM EITHER GAASH GOLF CLUB OR CAESAREA GOLF CLUB AND MUST CONFORM IN ALL RESPECTS TO THE RULES OF AMATEUR STATUS.

1. The championship will be played in accordance with the Rules of Golf as approved by The Royal and Ancient Rules Ltd. and with the local rules of Gaash Golf Club as published on the notice board and as approved by the tournament committee.

2. PLAYERS MAY RIDE IN GOLF CARS OR USE ELECTRIC TROLLEYS.  Caddies are allowed but PROFESSIONAL GOLFERS ARE NOT PERMITTED AS CADDIES.

3. Entrance fee for the competition will be NIS 150 per player and must be paid at the time of registration in the pro shop of either Gaash or Caesarea Golf Club no later than FRIDAY 2nd December 2011@ 3 pm. 
NO LATE ENTRIES WILL BE ACCEPTED

4. MAXIMUM HANDICAP ALLOWANCE: MEN 26 – LADIES 28. 

5. The championship will be decided on Individual NET (Stroke Play) over TWO (2) rounds of 18 holes to be played on either 6th or 8th December 2011 which will be the qualifying rounds and 13th December 2011 which will be the final round. Participants must mark the date of the qualifying round on the entry form.There will be three handicap divisions (A, B & C) and the handicap limits of each division will be published by the tournament committee following the completion of the draw on Sunday 4th December. The championship will be open to Men, Ladies and Junior golfers as one.
6. THE FIELD WILL BE LIMITED TO 104 PLAYERS – 52 IN EACH OF THE QUALIFYING ROUNDS AND ENTRIES  WILL BE RECEIVED ON A FIRST COME FIRST SERVE BASIS
7. FINAL ROUND: Participants will play one qualifying round of 18 holes at Gaash Golf Club on either 6th or 8th December. 
Approximately 50% of the participants (best scores plus ties) in each of the handicap divisions on each of the qualifying dates will continue to the final round on 13th December. The exact number will be determined by the number of competitors in each handicap division on each qualifying day and taking in to account that there can be no more than 52 competitors in total from all sections in the final round. This information will be made available at the time of publishing the draw and before the commencement of the tournament.

8. The competitors with the lowest net scores after 36 holes (combined qualifying and final round scores) in each of the three divisions will be the National Net Champions in their division for the ensuing year. 
Trophies will be presented to 1st, 2nd & 3rd places in all of the three handicap divisions.

9. In the event of a tie for the lowest NET scores after 36 holes (in any of the divisions) there will be a sudden death play off which will take place as soon as possible following the completion of the final round. The players shall play the 1st & 18th hole in that order until a winner is decided. In the event of a tie for 2nd and 3rd places (in any of the divisions) the winner will be decided by a count out as follows. The lowest 18 hole net score for the final round followed by the lowest nine hole net score for the final round followed by the lowest net score for the combined total of the 15,16,17 and 18 holes of the final round.
10. Driving Clubs: The driver used by competitors must have a club head, identified by model and loft that is named on the 
       current list of conforming driver heads as issued by the R&A Rules Ltd. 

11. The specimen conditions in the Rules of Golf are in effect as regards Conforming Golf Balls (see page 142) and Time of Starting (see pages 143)

12. A competitor shall not knowingly make use of any drug to enhance his/her performance. Should a competitor show good clinical evidence of use of a drug for a non-therapeutic purpose, the committee may require him/her to undergo a drugs test. Any competitor infringing this condition may be disqualified. Competitors who are on medication and in doubt as to their clinical status should seek advice from the Championship Office
13. Mobile Telephones / Electronic Equipment : The use of a mobile telephone, paging device or any other form of electronic equipment by a competitor or his caddie while on the golf course during a stipulated round is distracting and  inconsiderate. If the competitor or the caddie is in possession of such a device, it should be turned off. Any use may result in the Committee taking disciplinary action against the offending person(s) in accordance with the concluding paragraph of Section 1: Etiquette in the Rules of Golf and, ultimately, in a penalty being imposed under Rule 33-7.

14. PLAYERS MUST NOT USE DISTANCE MEASURING DEVICES. Breach of this condition will result in disqualification.

15. The Tournament Committee reserves the right, if deemed necessary, to change a player's handicap during the tournament. All decisions of the Tournament Committee are final
16. THE TOURNAMENT COMMITTEE RESERVES THE RIGHT TO FIX AND/OR ALTER THE CHAMPIONSHIP CONDITIONS.
